· Highlight in GREEN your Thesis Statement and Restatement of the Thesis Statement

· Highlight in YELLOW the Topic Sentences for each of your 3 body paragraphs  

· Mark a ORANGE dot next to the direct quote in each body paragraph (you should have at least 1 in each of your body paragraphs)

· Mark a PINK dot next to each explanation sentences in each body paragraph (they should come AFTER the direct quote in your sentences)
